But only
those entries in the list that meet
the selection criteria set by the
user each time (a certain zip code
range, for instance) will actually
be used in processing the list.

DECmate II's “document transfer”
feature allows users to send and
receive word-processed documents
to and from other Digital word
processors. Its “character transfer”
feature enables DECmate II to act
as a terminal to a host computer,
if desired. These flexible commumni-
cations features also allow users to
access outside data bases such as
Dow Jones and the Source.
